“The Review Show”

Review something such as a movie, book, website, board game, etc. by providing your commentary.  Tell us why we would want to own/view/read the item.  You may obtain images from web sites, provided they are appropriate.

“Pointless Inventions”

Search the web for “bad designs” or similar phrases, or make up pointless inventions such as a solar-powered flashlight, a portable safe, or a wind-powered fan.  These are just a few funny “pointless inventions” that you can report about.  Be inventive and create other fictitious pointless inventions that would be entertaining to hear about! “How Things Work”

How does a TV work?  How does an airplane get off the ground?  How do credit cards work?  In this segment, you choose any ordinary item describe in simple terms how it works.  Visit www.HowStuffWorks.com  and other sites for ideas.  Try to use many graphics, as pictures in this type of show truly are worth a thousand words!
“Healthy Living”

Talk about tips to stay healthy, ways to exercise, snacks to eat, or general advice on how to live a healthy lifestyle.  Use websites for information and pictures.  Try searching the phrase “healthy living” for more information.

“Tech TV Trivia”

Questions can range from a variety of topics.  For example—What year was the CD player invented?  What is an archipelago?  What liquid is really in a lava lamp?  What is the Statue of Liberty made out of?  First you’d present the question, and then ask “what do you think?”  You might present multiple choices or leave it open ended.  Then you’d finish by revealing the answer.    

“Campus Update”

Deliver fake or real school news with the assistance of a newscaster who introduces you.  Talk about anything school related like upcoming events, sports, dances, etc.  

“Comedy Club Showcase”

You are the stand up comedian of the week, delivering a funny, yet appropriate riddle or joke(s).  The announcer guy will introduce you.  You may search web sites for ideas, but remember to keep it clean and not offensive to anyone!

“New Product Showcase”

Introduce any new product (fake or real) with this show.  Great for creative inventions that you’d like to announce to the public!

“Superstar Insider (For Girls or Guys)”

A fake interview where you play the role of a famous celebrity.  You’ll answer questions that the newscaster asks.  You may change the script if desired.
